Visa Application Rules and Regulations: 

1. Applicants must be below the age of 35.

2. We require each applicant holding a 90 days’ social / tourist visa to submit their passport 50 days prior to the expiration date. 

3. For those applicants holding 30 day (or lower) social / tourist visa, there will be an additional charge of up to RM300. 

4. Student with less than 25 days remaining on their visa before expiration will be dealt with on a case to case basis.

5. In the event of a new visa being rejected or revoked by the governmental authorities, such as Immigration, Customs, the Ministry of Education, etc., the Erican centre will only refund 50% of the visa fees. 

6. The Erican centre cannot be held responsible if a student applies for a six-month visa but the authorities choose to grant a shorter term visa. 

7. All students must cooperate and submit the required documents for visa application. The documents required are: a) 4 photocopies of the applicant’s entire passport, and b) 4 passport-sized photos (blue background). Should the applicant exceed the age of 25, a referral letter detailing the applicant’s study plan and purpose must also be submitted. 

8. All students of Erican MUST attend at least 80% of their classes.

Students who have been absent for 2 months consecutively without a valid reason, will have their visas cancelled by the staff of Erican. 

  

Extension of Visa: 

1. The new visa extension fee will be RM250, taking immediate effect from June 01, 2010.

2. Students must give one month notice prior to expiration of their current visa.
3. Students must submit one passport photo for the extension of their visa.

4. Students who attend less than 80% of their classes will likely find their visa extension rejected by the Immigration authorities. 

5. The Erican Centre is not responsible in the event that a visa is rejected by Immigration or Ministry of Education either due to poor attendance or involvement by that student in a criminal offense within Malaysia.

  

Cancellation of Visa: 
1. Students must hand in their passport and documents required for the cancellation / shortening of visa (offer letter & receipt or a copy of flight ticket) 3 weeks before the date of college registration / departure flight.  

2. The refund of personal bonds will be done only after the student’s visa has been cancelled. The cash / bank cheque will ONLY be issued under the student’s name.
